Vote on Slesinger expulsion

Craig McKee, Cheryl Curtiss, and Barbara Honegger made a joint motion to have David Slesinger expelled from the teleconference for remarks he has made and for his inability to prove or unwillingness to retract an accusation that Kelly David of AE911Truth is a police agent. Paul Zarembka raised a point of order that the motion is out of order because it was not accompanied by documentation. The chair ruled against the point of order and Zarembka challenged the ruling necessitating a roll call vote. The results were: 14 votes to uphold the chair’s ruling, 9 votes against, and six abstentions.

During the discussion of the main motion, an amendment was proposed that Slesinger be put on a “listen only” basis for six months. This was defeated without going to a roll call vote. The original motion to expel Slesinger passed with 14 voting yes, 6 voting no, and 7 abstaining.
