Feedback on Elias Davidsson special teleconference, and future special teleconference planning - postponement of regular monthly teleconference for December

Feedback was favorable on the Elias Davidsson special teleconference, and consensus was expressed that we should continue these special teleconferences.   James H. had reported two dates in December that Adnan Zuberi, filmaker of 9/11 in the Academic Community, was willing to teleconference with us.  The members present decided that Sunday afternoon (EST) would work best, as it has been working well, but wanted it an hour later, so Adnan will be invited to join us for a special teleconference that will precede the postponed regular teleconference on Sunday 29 December at 2 p EST/ 11 a PST.   If this is inconvenient, he will be asked to agree to an evening teleconference on that same date (8 p EST/ 5 p PST).   Please note that because our regularly scheduled 9/11 Truth Teleconference falls on Christmas Day this year, it will be postponed until Sunday 29.   The first hour will be reserved for the presentation and Q&A with Adnan Zuberi.  Immediately following we will have our monthly 9/11 Truth Teleconference.
