Draft minutes from 03-25-12 teleconference were APPROVED with one amendment. Dwain Deets asked that it be recorded that he abstained from all discussion and voting on the proposed letter to the Consensus Panel on the use of the word “attack.”

A proposal from Robin Hordon was approved to add a discussion of the Cohen film to the agenda. The amended draft agenda was APPROVED.

 

1)     Letter to Consensus Panel on the use of “attacks”

 

The motion by Craig McKee to send a letter asking the Consensus Panel to stop using “attacks” in their material was brought up for a final vote after receiving conditional support last month. Paul Zarembka offered an amendment that was taken as friendly by McKee. This was to add a paragraph to the letter asking whether the use of the word had received the support of 85% of the Panel – the same standard all its points must meet to be approved by the Panel. The amendment and the amended motion were unanimously APPROVED. Dwain Deets abstained from discussing or voting on this item because he is a member of the Consensus Panel.

 

2)     Bring 9/11 Truth to classrooms

 

Don Meserlian proposed a motion to encourage the Truth movement to talk to high school and junior high school students in classrooms about 9/11. After a discussion, Paul Zarembka proposed an amendment that would delete the word “classrooms” from the motion. This was accepted as a friendly amendment and unanimously APPROVED. The amended motion was then unanimously APPROVED.

 

3)     On declaring that explosives were responsible for towers’ destruction

Don Meserlian proposed that the 9/11 Truth Teleconference adopt the position that explosives, not fires, were responsible for the destruction of the three World Trade Center towers. Paul Zarembka proposed an amendment to say that fires did not collapse the three World Trade Center towers. Don changed his motion to say that neither airplane impact nor fires caused the collapse. Ken Freeland raised the concern that the 9/11 Truth Teleconference has never taken positions on specific areas of research and that this could set a dangerous precedent. Paul Zarembka moved that this be put off until next month along with the next item of the agenda (The 9/11 Truth Teleconference will formally notify the defense attorneys for the Guantanamo 5 of our belief and urge them to use it in their defense).

4)      Discussion: Annual enclave to discuss 9/11 research

James Hufferd introduced a discussion about the Teleconference promoting an annual conference to be organized to discuss issues related to 9/11 in a less formal atmosphere than the Toronto or Vancouver hearings. 

 

5)     Discussion: Vancouver Hearings

Dwain Deets introduced a discussion about the upcoming Vancouver Hearings where he will be a speaker.

6)     Discussion about Cohen film

A discussion took place about the status of the 9/11 film A Violation of Trust.
