Call commenced at 6:05 pm Eastern and after roll call, the minutes of the June 29th 9/11 Teleconference were approved as circulated.

Agenda amendments were discussed and added:

 

The agenda was amended to include the Paul Zaremba incident issue regarding the Toronto Hearing 

Gabriel suggested 5 minutes update on the 10th Anniversary of 9/11, which was approved.

 

George Ripley, Member of the Citizens 9/11 Commission Steering Committee reports on the latest…
 

George Ripley of Citizens 9/11 Commission updated call participants regarding Mike Gravel’s latest efforts in establishing a citizen ballot initiative in Oregon.  Oregon’s chief counsel has agreed to work with Senator Gravel on the language of the ballot initiative petition and has offered his support of this initiative.  [David Leith?]  Next step, a Joint Powers Agreement between the states that would give other states the investigative and subpoena power opened up in Oregon.  

 

George reported about a new member of the 9-11 cc team [ask Senator Gravel for name] that will be presenting the Citizen 9/11 Commission and ballot initiative concept to college campuses.   This new supporter has agreed to travel with Senator Gravel and act as a personal assistant and scheduler for an upcoming college campus tour for Mike Gravel.  Next stop is to take the ballot initiative and petition language to Massachusetts – date not set.  

 

The goal of the 911 Citizens Campaign is to create a base of 10,000 citizens supporters donating at least $10 each to get the ballot initiative rolling.  For more info please view http://9-11cc.org/
 

George urges everyone to view and pass to all contacts this video http://vimeo.com/26135622 which records Senator Gravels impassioned remarks given at an event in Oakland, California on May 19, 2011 entitled "Creating a New Path to Peace and Prosperity - Empowering citizens to end the 9/11 wars and restore lost liberties" and also featured other speakers, including Dr. Bob Bowman and Richard Gage, AIA (Senator Gravel’s remarks can also be found on 9-11cc.org website)

 

Robin Horton reported that the name of this citizens campaign would remain “Citizens 9/11 Commission” – there had been some debate of changing the name to 9/11 Citizens Campaign but it was decided the initiative would be known as ‘Citizens 9/11 Commission.’

 

George reminded those on the call that after each article posted on the Citizens 9/11 Commission website (citizens911commission.com), there are comment blocks to post comments, questions or concerns on the website.  

 

George reported that Senator Gravel was asked to be a speaker on the Toronto Hearing (http://9-11cc.org/index.php/2011/07/11/senator-gravel-an-expert-witness-at-toronto-hearings/)

 

Sheila Casey asked if questions that were posed by a 9/11 blogger regarding the Citizens 9/11 Commission could be addressed in this call, the request was turned down for lack of time.  George Ripley suggested going to the citizen9/11commission.com to see those questions and the answers.  Here are two links that ask the questions Sheila referred to and the Commission board has answered (http://9-11cc.org/index.php/2011/06/03/senator-gravel-video-on-a-new-911-investigation/#comments) and (http://9-11cc.org/index.php/about-us/faqs/)

 

CIT Debate
 

Sheila Casey reported on the refusal of several individuals to debate Craig Ranke of CIT.  Invited to debate CIT in a printed format in the Rock Creek Free Press, were Jim Hoffman (declined via his wife Victoria), David Chandler (declined), Frank Legge (declined), and Victoria Ashley (did not respond).  Sheila recommended that the debate idea be dropped due to non responsiveness of debate panelists.  This motion was approved by consensus.

 

Robin Hordon stressed the importance of ‘friendly fences’ between different factions of the truth movement reminding us all that our goal is to move truth forward and not create walls but build bridges with cooperation, tolerance and inclusion.  Robin referred to COPA as an example considering all the various "working hypothesis" surrounding political assassinations, and somehow COPA found a way to behave respectfully with each other and has been able to handle the various differing "groups" in productive ways.  Perhaps the 9.11 truth seeking community could use COPA as a model of respectful behavior avoiding self-destructive behaviors and personal attacks that devolve any community.

Change to Agenda  Format
 

The following motion was approved: 

 

"Reports for persons involved in a 9/11 organization will be placed at the beginning of the meeting, after approval of minutes and the agenda, and would not include naming individuals, but rather their organizations. Time allocated shall be no more than ten minutes total. Organizations that have not reported for three consecutive meetings shall not be listed in proposed agenda for the next meeting. Organizations may be included by a majority vote of participants to a teleconference at the time the proposed agenda is discussed and adopted." 

 

The Present State of the 911 Truth Movement  and Tenth Anniversary plans(discussion)
 

Robin Hordon stated that he was thrilled with what was happening around the nation in terms of activism and the solid information being shared over the Internet.  He feels a need to develop a social media that would replace the discredited 9/11 Blogger for this momentum is important to spread healthy good information.  

 

Robin was thrilled with the what is happening in terms of activism good information just starting to get into social media proper positioning and placing of 9/11 Blogger – the more effective the communication the more support.  

  

November is a big month for DC!  The year before the 2012 elections – forcing the issue of a re-investigation of 9/11 into a political screening question would help us screen and discern which candidates are ‘for truth and liberty’ and those who are happy with the status quo.  There are several events being planned by DC 9/11 groups; WeAreChangeDC; WeAreChangeMD; Truth-March; and AE911Truth Capital Action Group in November.  Robin Hordon suggested a November event to promote the Citizens 9/11 Commission in conjunction with these other events.
 

Toronto Hearings
 

Will Toronto Hearing include all 9/11 Truth aspects or will it choose and select topics and speakers that conform with narrow classifications?  This was the main topic of conversation regarding the Toronto hearings.  According to their website (torontohearings.com) David Ray Griffin is invited to speak along with Senator Gravel.  

 

Paul Zarembka had been invited to the Toronto Hearing to give expert testimony on 9/11 insider trading and financial issues, but Adnan Zuberi, on behalf of the Steering Committee, disinvited him shortly afterwards, explaining that Paul had suggested by way of a query that the flight path AA77 deserved attention by the Toronto Hearings.  Paul speculated that Kevin Ryan was the force behind the dis-invitation, given an email Kevin Ryan had sent Paul, shortly before Adnan Zuberi's 7/9/2011 explanation to Paul.
Paul’s exclusion from the program sparked a lot of speculation as to whether the Toronto Hearings were going to exclude Pentagon experts and witnesses that might contradict the official 9/11 Commission Report.  Most on the call agreed that Paul would be a very qualified expert on put options and financial situations surrounding 9/11.  
Laurie Manwell, Steering Committee member of the Toronto Hearings, answered questions regarding what speakers and what topics were considered ‘pertinent’ for this hearing.  She was unable to share who had already been invited that would represent the Pentagon evidence and refrained from commenting which topics were considered ‘pertinent’ or ‘appropriate’ for 9/11 Hearing in Toronto, but did confirm that some individuals had been invited to speak on the Pentagon issue.  Lauri Manwell did promise to check with the Steering Committee for permission to disclose the names of those invited, after they have had a chance to accept or decline. 
Changing Time for Next Call Discussion
 

It was proposed to change the 6 pm Eastern time to a later time, and it was decided to send options to all our invitees and invite feedback.

 

Pentagon Panel in November in Washington DC
 

Anna Yeisley brought up the idea of a ‘Pentagon Panel/Debate/Hearing’ in November – called for a SAVE THE weekend of 11/11/11 in Pentagon City for a 9/11 event.
